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The North Edmonton Seniors Association continues to fund-raise and assist the City of Edmonton with 
capital projects and purchases for the Centre.  NESA with the assistance of the Northgate Lions Club 
has raised over $2.5 million towards many additions and renovations at the Centre and the purchase 
of equipment and furnishings. 
 
In the past year, some of the items NESA has purchased are:  new lobby furniture; convection ovens 
for the kitchen; and, a new bike for the Fitness Centre.  The City of Edmonton has repaved the 
walking trail in Cherrydale Park and repaired the holes in the parking lot and has committed funds to 
expand our parking lot by 26 stalls.  The Northgate Lions provided $14,300. for the purchase of the 
round tables for the auditorium.  Next year, NESA, the Northgate Lions and several other community 
groups hope to install 5 Senior Friendly Fitness Stations in the park.  And NESA is also looking at 
some renovations to the front reception area and offices. 
 
NESA also continues to raise funds for the next phase of our expansion project, a 6500 sq. ft. two 
storey addition on the east side of the Centre containing a large multi-purpose meeting room, special 
needs classroom, storage and 3 additional classrooms.  Construction is projected to start in 2012 at a 
cost of $2.3 million. 
 
Now we need your help.  All our members and friends have an opportunity to make a tax deductible 
contribution to our capital fund campaign.  To date we have collected $52,012.00 in our “Buy a Leaf” 
program.

 The Wizards of Odds and Ends; Christine, who mainly works from home; Elaine, and Marie 
 

 This group of women have fun, chat and laugh together while sewing, knitting, crocheting, and 
crafting many items from odds and ends that are donated to them. Ute says,  “We get so excited when 
we get a new bag of material.  We are all there rooting through it and imagining what item can be 
made from each piece.”  Carol, who has been with the group for about ten years, likes making mats 
from the 70's fortrel men's plaid pants and women's dresses.  She has made 45 and named them all.  
She also makes stuffed animals, carrying bags and heavy aprons.  Joan, who has been a member for 
two years, does mostly knitting. June does knitting and sewing and specializes in aprons.  She has 
been a member about twelve years.  Annelies, who they named “the young one” does knitting and has 
started sewing.  She joined the group in January.  Bernie has been a member about four years.  She 
makes quilts, placemats, tablecloths.  Ute has been with the group for 13 years and sews many items, 
including quilts, tea cozies, placemats, and as Carol quipped,  “the finer things”.  They all do a lot of 
work at home too.  Several of the members also carpet bowl.  Carol says she also is busy at the centre 
in other activities: golf, carpet bowling and badminton. 
  
 The women from the Canadian Forces Protestant Chapel of St Luke and St John wanted a 
unique gift to take to the National Guild Conference in April.  Ute agreed that the wizards would make 
fifty cosmetic bags for them.  She told me they had fun making them.  Everyone had a story to tell 
about the buttons they sewed on the front of the bags.  One button Ute used came from a black and 
white satin dress that she wore to her husband's Christmas party in 1956 and to a baptism at a Stony 
Plain church a year later.
